Sajhedari Bikaas is a five-year, USAID-funded project promoting more effective community development and inclusive governance practices in six districts of Mid and Far Western Nepal: Banke, Bardiya, Dang, Kailali, Kanchanpur, and Surkhet.

Sajhedari Bikaas requests proposals from qualified organizations to conduct a detailed Public Expenditure Tracking (PET) Study of Block Grants to District Development Committees (DDCs) and Village Development Committees (VDCs). Qualified organizations are Nepali or international firms or non-government organizations (NGOs) with experience working in Nepal and established partnering linkages with research organizations in Nepal, and demonstrated experience in public expenditure tracking (PETS).
