Congo, and cost for same must be included and identified in the rate quote. Any penalties associated with the vessel owner's failure to obtain FERI will be for vessel owner's account. It is preferable that A cargo under a reference number is to be discharged from one vessel (preferably no partial deliveries to discharge port).

Additional clauses:

A. Award will be made on best value to the program, including service, schedule, past performance and price. Offers must be for named vessel(s) and include reasonable and acceptable loading schedules and transit times in order to be considered responsive.  Offers for carriage via vessels not in a regularly scheduled liner service must provide vessel's itinerary and current position.  Additionally, such offers should include full particulars on vessel. FHI will not accept any freight proposals that are contingent upon any events outside the scope of this solicitation.

B. All offers and cargo bookings must be full liner terms with no demurrage/ no despatch / no detention.  Rates offered to be all-inclusive and stated per gross metric ton. All-inclusive rates which include costs for services other than port to port ocean transportation must include a breakdown of the ocean charge component and each of the following other charges, as applicable:  domestic inland transportation, foreign inland transportation, fumigation, etc.

C. Evaluation and contract award: offers which do not comply with mandatory requirements of this RFP, including but not limited to the minimums and maximums specified above, will not be considered.  Offers must include full particulars demonstrating the willingness and ability to meet these requirements. Carrier must also confirm all country specific requirements when submitting offer, otherwise offer will be considered non-responsive. FHI reserves the right to award without discussions with USAID approval. Award will be to the lowest responsible offeror meeting the mandatory requirements of this RFP.


D. All vessel substitution request must be reviewed by USAID. The proposed substitute vessel should be of the same type as the originally awarded vessel. The proposed substitute vessel must also appear on the applicable maritime administration U.S. or foreign flag vessel list.


E. Contract and payment terms: Except to the extent as provided above, all awards under this RFP, will be subject to the terms and conditions of Part II of the U.S. Food Aid Booking Note Dated Nov 1, 2004 which are fully incorporated herein. H. Preposition Cargo Clause:

Ocean carrier will have two (2) working days to inspect, or reject the contracted commodity, giving reasons in writing for any rejections. The ocean carrier shall identify any rejected commodity to USAID. 

Or


Upon notification to USDA/KCCO of vessel contract award, vessel will be notified within 2 working days as to the exact location of all cargo to be carried. Vessel will have 96 hours to accept or reject commodity nominated giving reason(s) for any rejection within the given 96 hour period. The rejected commodity shall be identified to the port and to CCC. Vessel shall sign non-negotiable dock receipts reports, indicating acceptance of the commodity in good order. Upon acceptance, cargo is deemed to be in a F.A.S. position and becomes the responsibility of the carrier to move from the resting position within the warehouse to the vessel. Rejected cargo may be replaced and vessel has 24 hours to inspect any replacement commodity with acceptance shifting to the vessel upon signing dock receipts. Commodity rejected by the ocean carrier will be subject to inspection by FGIS. to determine its disposition. Cargoes moving from railcars directly to the vessel are the responsibility of the vessel. Such cargoes must be inspected as railcars are unloaded and vessel to report any commodity found damaged to CCC, KCOO, EOD.


I. ​The International Maritime Organization (IMO) amended the Safety of Life at Sea convention (SOLAS) to require, as a condition for loading a packed container onto a ship for export, that the container has a verified gross weight, called the Verified Gross Mass (VGM).  This global requirement is effective on July 1, 2016.  After this date, it will be a violation of SOLAS to load a packed container onto a vessel if the vessel operator and marine terminal operator do not have a VGM for each container.  Ocean carriers offering container service, whether containerized for carrier convenience or containerizing to fulfill tender requirements, are responsible to engage in a weighing service, at the carrier’s time/risk/expense, to determine the VGM.  It is the ocean carrier's responsibility to enter the VGM into their system and provide the VGM to the marine terminal operator, within all VGM deadlines.  Any costs incurred due to late or inaccurate VGM submission, are for the ocean carrier’s account.
