"F.a.s. vessel" means free of expense to the Government delivered alongside the ocean vessel and within reach of its loading tackle at the specified port of shipment, or to the USDA approved warehouse/berth/terminal transload facility as designated by the ocean carrier. 

Freight Bids under IFB 028 are due January 31, 2008. In order for freight bids on commodities destined for Houston delivery points to be considered, ocean carriers must use the delivery/bid point codes listed in the table above.
