Rates to be all-inclusive for the delivery on a through bill of lading to consignee's warehouse at final destination including unloading conveyances and stacking cargo at carrier expense into warehouse location as instructed by the Receivers. Preposition Cargo Clause:


Upon notification to USDA/KCCO of vessel contract award, vessel will be notified within 2 working days as to the exact location of all cargo to be carried.  Vessel will have 96 hours to accept or reject commodity nominated giving reason(s) for any rejection with the given 96 hour period.  The rejected commodity shall be identified to the port and to CCC.  Vessel 
shall sign non-negotiable Dock Receipts reports indicating acceptance of the commodity in good order.  Upon acceptance, cargo is deemed to be in a F.A.S. position and becomes the responsibility of the carrier to move from the resting position within the warehouse to the vessel.  Rejected cargo may be replaced and vessel has 24 hours to inspect any replacement commodity with acceptance shifting to the vessel upon signing Dock Receipts.  Commodity rejected by the ocean carrier will be subject to inspection by 
F.G.I.S. to determine its disposition.  Cargoes moving from railcars directly to the vessel are the responsibility of the vessel.  Such cargoes must be inspected as railcars are unloaded and vessel to report any commodity found damaged to CCC, KCCO, EOD.
5.  All cargo must be fumigated at owner’s time, risk and expense.

6.  Terms: Full Berth Terms, all inclusive. No demurrage/no/Despatch/ no detention on vessels,   
          containers, trailers, trucks and/or railcars bends.
7.   DDA at $1.00 per metric ton per day, or pro-rata to apply for cargo not delivered at final destination   warehouses by November 30, 2013.

Certain commodities covered by this RFP must be inspected by APHIS/PPQ or other such authorities prior to loading so that a Phytosanitary Certificate can be issued.  Such inspection must take place not more than thirty days prior to the cargo being loaded aboard the vessel at the port of export.  Carriers intending to load these cargoes into containers, lash barges, or otherwise unitize cargoes in a way that will prohibit or restrict inspections without sustaining additional costs will be required to bear all such additional expenses if this is done before inspections are effected or if cargoes are not loaded on-board a vessel within the thirty day period following inspection.

In keeping with U.S. Customs enforced compliance program for outbound documentation, carriers

All-inclusive rates which 
include costs for services other than port to port ocean transportation must include a breakdown of the 
ocean charge component and each of the following other charges, as applicable: domestic inland 
transportation, foreign inland transportation, desiccants and fumigation.

No minimum bill of lading quantities or charges or minimum container quantities or charges to apply.

Both the banner and flag are to be flown while the vessel enters the load/discharge ports and 
         during cargo operations.  Subsequent lightering contracts should ensure the daughter vessels also 
         carry the same.  Vessel Owner is therefore required to take necessary action at their expense to 
         comply.  This requirement will be incorporated into any booking contracts for cargoes awarded under 
         this RFP.

Award(s) will 
         be to the lowest responsive offeror meeting the mandatory requirements of this RFP.

22.    In awarding cargo under this Invitation, USAID will consider factors including the lowest landed 

         cost, and the impact of any potential award on the agency’s ability to satisfy the requirements of

         statutes and regulations including the cargo preference act.  

23.    Sixty (60) Percent of freight will be payable upon notice satisfactory to Charterers of vessel's 
         arrival at first port of discharge, which notice will be part of the documentation required to be      

         presented by carrier as a condition of payment. Forty (40) Percent of freight will be payable 
         upon confirmation from receivers that Owners have fulfilled their responsibilities under the 
         charter party.
