Effective Immediately

SUBJECT: IMPLEMENTATION OF THE NATIONAL DEFENSE AUTHORIZATION ACT, SECTION 889


The purpose of this Notice is to update USAID’s Notice to the Trade, dated August 28, 2020. Effective immediately with all USAID Direct Contracts and contract modifications, Contractors/Carriers are still required to provide a signed copy on company letterhead of FAR 52.204-24 in its entirety when submitting offers and make the required representation.  USAID cannot accept alternate language, paraphrases of the regulation, or compliance statements, et al.  

USAID has obtained an agency wide waiver for contracts under the auspices of the Foreign Assistance Act with performance outside of the United States only and is valid through September 2022. This waiver includes ocean transportation or other services where final delivery or services performed are outside of the United States. USAID may use this waiver for any contractor that has disclosed they have any covered technologies covered under the NDAA prohibitions until the waiver period expires. Should the period of performance exceed September 2022, an individual contractor waiver will be required. 

NDAA 889 only applies to USAID direct contracts and not contracts under grant.
