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The Healthcare System Strengthening in Armenia (HS-STAR) project, funded by the United States Agency for International Development (USAID) and managed by Abt Associates, aims to improve the quality of care in priority service areas, including emergency medicine. 

The HS-STAR project is seeking applications from qualified training organizations to provide two services:

1. Conduct a training of trainers (TOT) in emergency care, for emergency department faculty from Armenian medical training institutions at the organization’s training center.  Four doctors and two nurses are to be trained.  Subject matter must include basic and advanced life support, trauma, newborn life support, and other areas as detailed in the scope of work.  Training preferably should be conducted in Russian or Armenian, or with the use of an interpreter.
2. Conduct a follow-up monitoring visit to Armenia to assess the performance of the trainees following completion of the TOT.
