Tetra Tech ES, Inc. is the prime implementer for USAID’s Energy Security Project (ESP) in Ukraine.
Economizers (flue gas heat utilizers) are designed to reduce the consumption of thermal energy by returning heat from products back to the system. Utilization of economizer allows DH entity to save fuel and increase its generation productivity. For example, boilers equipped with condensing economizers have efficiency exceeding 90%. A condensing economizer increase overall efficiency by up to 20-30% by reducing the flue gas temperature below its dew point, resulting in improved effectiveness of waste heat recovery. A condensing economizer reduces thermal pollution: flue gases temperature after CO is 40°-60°C (prior CO – anything above 100°C). Condensing economizer reduces solid particles pollution: reduction of particles after CO by 90%. An installed CO may serve 20 years, and it can be installed on existing facilities or new facilities (under construction). Cost of heat, recovered by CO, is times lower than generated heat.
Despite significant potential of CO, in Ukraine such technological installations are not prevailing, for several reasons, including but not limited to poor financial viability of DH entities, specifics of regulatory framework not supplying sufficient incentives and means for DH entities to make such investments, and others. The non-performed investment, promising “low hanging fruits”, is costly for consumers and the country – consumers pay higher heating bills, and the country looses on overconsumption of gas, to mention just few effects. In the context of anticipated gas PSO lifting in DH sector and related financial challenges to DH entities, installation of technical means recovering heat and providing higher efficiency of generating fleet is relevant and important.        
Specifically, the subcontractor is requested to achieve the following objective:
•To inform on obstacles residing in Ukrainian DH sector legal regulatory framework to make installation of condensing economizers massive.
•To propose a framework solution incentivizing installation of condensing economizers in Ukrainian DH generation fleet. 
•Support to establishing the framework incentivizing installation of condensing economizers.
