Rates offered to be all-inclusive and stated per gross metric ton. Should cargo be containerized for carrier convenience, any/all additional cost at destination due to containerization including devanning or stripping into warehouse and THC is for carrier account.

If containerization is required, container demurrage/detention shall be in accordance with the carrier container demurrage/ detention rates, but shall not exceed $10 per container per day or as per carrier tariff rate, whichever is lowest cost per day/per container.
TRANSATLANTIC BARGE CLAUSE:

Towed barges will be considered in the Transatlantic trade provided all cargo is containerized and stowed under deck. To qualify as “under deck” stowage, the containers must be stowed in a hold or compartment below the weather deck capable of being ventilated and allotted entirely to the carriage of cargo. It must be bound by permanent decks and bulkheads or the shell of the vessel, completely protected from salt spray and weather elements. No other stowage arrangement will be considered unless the carrier has received written notification from the shipper(s) and USAID providing approval for a specific vessel prior to that vessel participating in any Title II Transatlantic food aid shipments

For ALL CRS CARGOES. Owners and/or their agents must return signed Bills of Lading and related documents to LifeLink Logistics within 48 hours (2 business days) after receipt of masters at Owners and/or their agents’ expense.  Rates offered to be all-inclusive and displayed on a per metric ton basis on all rated Bills of Lading as per Booking Guideline Section 18.  Owners and/or their agents must return signed USAID Booking Note to LifeLink Logistics within 10 business days of receipt. Bill of Ladings must state “Freight Prepaid”.
ETHIOPIA CARGO. Cargo to be delivered on thru Bills of Lading to inland destinations via Djibouti. For all Ethiopia cargo, carrier to provide written notification to LifeLink Logistics of nominated Stevedoring/ Clearing Agent in Djibouti at least 2 weeks (10 working days) prior to the vessel's arrival at Djibouti.

The Inland Transporter appointed by the Ocean Carrier shall submit to the Surveyor appointed by the consignee an initial discharge/ dispatch plan indicating data required to facilitate effective and efficient dispatch, including truck license number, quantity to be loaded, name of consignee, and inland destination. Inland Transport drivers should present their trucks at the quay for loading with proper written documents, e.g.  waybill, presenting theses data.

Multiple-copy waybills used to document inland transport shall include one copy to remain with the Surveyor appointed by the consignee. Trucks shall not leave the port without the official stamp of the Surveyor appointed by the consignee affixed to all copies of the waybill in possession of the driver.

The inland Transporter appointed by the Ocean Carrier shall confirm to the Surveyor appointed by the consignee all waybill numbers documenting the inland transport of all commodities discharged from each vessel not later 12 hours after departure of trucks from the Port.

Any deviation from the above by the Inland Transporter shall be communicated immediately to the Surveyor appointed by the Consignee.

DISCHARGE DDA REQUIREMENTS. Carrier to guarantee vessel arrival at specified discharge port by the specified date below. CRS will impose liquidated Delivery Delay Assessment (DDA) damages of USD 1.00 per metric ton per day for non-urgent cargoes or USD 2.00 per metric ton per day for urgent cargo, or pro-rata, if that vessel is delayed in arriving at specified discharge port beyond the specific date below. Said assessment, if any, will be deducted from freight payment. In the event that the vessel has not arrived at the discharge port by the time freight funds are available for payment, forty percent (40%) of the freight moneys will be withheld pending confirmation of vessel arrival and calculation of any applicable DDA.

ETHIOPIA INLAND DDA REQUIREMENTS. Carrier is to guarantee arrival of cargo at Final Inland Delivery Destination Point(s) in Ethiopia not later than twenty-five (25) days following the date vessel commences discharge at Djibouti. Day one (1) of the twenty-five days shall be the next calendar day after vessel commences discharge. CRS will impose liquidated Delivery Delay Assessment (DDA) damages of USD 1.00 per metric ton per day for non-urgent cargoes or USD 2.00 per metric ton per day for urgent cargo, or pro-rata. Said assessment, if any, will be deducted from freight payment. In the event that the cargo has not arrived at the inland destination by the time freight funds are available for payment, forty percent (40%) of the freight moneys will be withheld pending confirmation of cargo delivery and calculation of any applicable DDA.

Application of DDA’s will be specific to CRS cargo.

Vessel Loading observation requirements and procedures, as per The U.S. Department of Agriculture Kansas City Commodity Office’s notice to the trade of May 5, 2000, is hereby incorporated.  A copy of which can be furnished upon request
All vessel substitution requests must be reviewed by USAID. The proposed substitute vessel should be of the same type as the originally awarded vessel. This applies to both U.S. and foreign flag vessel substitutions. The proposed substitute vessel must also appear on the applicable Maritime Administration U.S. or foreign flag vessel list which can be accessed using the following URL:

Vessel substitutions must be approved by the Shipper and USDA/USAID, as applicable, and cargo shall not be loaded into unapproved substitute vessels.

In keeping with U.S. Customs enforced compliance program for outbound documentation, carriers are hereby notified that any assessments against the cargo due in whole or in part to delay by carrier in verifying final load count, and providing same to LIFELINK LOGISTICS, will be solely for carrier’s account.

CRS RESERVES THE RIGHT TO REQUIRE VESSEL OWNER/OPERATOR TO POST A PERFORMANCE BOND. SAID BOND TO BE IN THE FORM OF A CERTIFIED CHECK ONLY, DRAWN ON A U.S. BANK, EQUIVALENT TO 5 PERCENT OF THE GROSS OCEAN FREIGHT. THE CHECK MUST BE MADE OUT IN FAVOR OF THE AGENCY FOR INTERNATIONAL DEVELOPMENT. Depending on the commodity suppliers elected shipping dates, cargo can start shipping out as early as 10/01/13. Carriers will be required to receive cargo in accordance with USDA suppliers contractual shipping dates and delivery terms. The potential shipping periods for bids at the plant or bridgepoint locations can be found in the commodity solicitation.

4) Total commissions 2.5%. If offered direct, 2.5% to LifeLink Logistics. If offered through a broker, 2/3 of 2.5% to LifeLink Logistics, and 1/3 of 2.5% to owners’ broker.
