Request for Proposals (RFP- 032):  Palestine Medical Council Computerized System/ Online Testing System

Under the USAID-funded Palestinian Health Sector Reform and Development Project (Project) USAID Contract No. 294-C-00-08-00225-00), Chemonics International Inc., is issuing a Request for Proposals (RFP) for  the Palestine Medical Council (PMC) Computerized System/Online Testing System (OTS)
The Project is a five-year initiative funded by the U.S. Agency of International Development (USAID), and designed in close collaboration with the Ministry of Health (MOH). The Project’s main objective is to support the MOH, select non-governmental organizations (NGOs), and select educational and professional institutions in strengthening their institutional capacities and performance to support a functional and democratic Palestinian health sector able to meet its priority public health needs. The Project works to achieve this goal through three components: (1) supporting health sector reform and management, (2) strengthening clinical and community-based health, and (3) supporting procurement of health and humanitarian assistance commodities.  The Project aims to strengthen performance management practices of health service providers at both the central and district levels. Capacity strengthening through training is fundamental to achieving the Project’s objectives. 

The USAID Palestinian Health Sector Reform and Development Project is inviting eligible organizations to submit a proposal for the establishment of an OTS for the PMC, the medical licensing authority for the Palestinian Authorities.  Eligible organizations must be able to achieve the following objectives: 

· Implement an online testing system for clinical medicine specialties supported by a question bank endorsed by PMC’s Scientific Committees. 
· Enhance the capacity of the system to evaluate a large number of candidates and output results; and assess and evaluate examinees which will be used for skills/professional certification. 

· Automate all related information including information for individual doctors, criteria and standards for physicians’ enrollment in specialization programs (technical and administrative instructions). This will allow for follow-up on all participants under all specialties. 

· Re-design PMC’s current website to accommodate the needs and requirements of the new system. 

· Adopt a system that would assist in setting standards and medical criteria for continuing education and identify the needed resources and trainings for this purpose. 

· Enhance the access to resources and scientific information through the utilization of an online library.

Proposals must be submitted in accordance with the requirements set out in RFP No. 32 no later than March 6, 2012, 2:00 pm West Bank time.  All equipment, commodities, and services supplied under this order must meet USAID Geographic Code 000 (United States).  The cooperating country is an eligible source for procuring goods and services as provided under ADS Chapter 311.
