The two cargoes must be duly separated by Owners, at Owner’s time, risk, and expense.  Separation to be by vessel’s natural segregation or otherwise by Kobe-type separation.  If Kobe Separation used, Owners must construct the separation so that fumigation of the sorghum is effective and the separation/stowage must be approved by the National Cargo Bureau (NCB), all at Owner’s time, risk, and expense.
All other terms and conditions of the RFP remain unchanged.
